Defensible Space

We encourage each resi-
dent to evaluate & modify
the vegetation around
their home to reduce our
community’s wildfire
threat. Courtesy of the
SCC Firesafe Council,
we will be providing
“Living with Fire” bro-
chures at the front entry
to serve as a detailed &
helpful guide to home-
owners in planning their

defensible space & re-
ducing our risk of an out
of control wildfire. Keep
in mind that firefighters
make on the spot evalua-
tions of each home when
fighting a wildfire. If your
home has an effective
area of defensible space,
then it improves the odds
that they will try & save it.
The Board will also be
sending out courtesy
notices to any residents
with dead trees or exces-
sive brush on their prop-
erty as a reminder that it
needs to be removed. If
you see any dead trees
or dry brush that look like
a hazard, then please
report it to Access at
(408)782-1222.

It's also a great time of
year to call a local chim-
ney sweep & have them
clean out any dangerous

creosote build up in your
fireplace and check your
spark arrestor.

Good luck and thanks for
participating in Fire Pre-
vention Week, together
we can all make a differ-
ence!
